He has studied calligraphy with most of the biggest names on the 
calligraphy " who's who" list. Doug is highly regarded as a contemporary lettering artist for his  
traditional and cutting edge calligraphy work, and he is a sought after instructor in design, layout, 

calligraphy, and custom hand lettering.  

His work has been published in Letter Arts Review including the most recent Annual Edition, numer-
ous The Calligrapher's Engagement Calendars, The Art and Craft of Hand Lettering by Annie Cicale, 
two Speedball Textbooks, Somerset Studio Magazine, and various regional journals and publica-

tions. Dougõs work has been exhibited widely in juried shows, and his art is in private collections.
